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The business world tells us that one of
the most marketable skills our students
will need in the future is the ability to
focus and persist.

Students are being raised in a multi-
multi-multi-tasking world, but one of
the side effects of that environment is a
resistance to focusing on a single task,
especially when the going gets tough
with that task (such as a tricky
assignment.) Students are used to using
short bursts of mental energy to
experience instant successes, but not as
used to drawn-out thinking processes
that may or may not have immediate
rewards.

When students are struggling, it’s
tempting to rush in and rescue them
right away...none of us likes to see our
kids unhappy! But just like the “no
pain, no gain” mantra of exercise,
students NEED to struggle once in
awhile to develop their “persistence
muscles.” From what we hear, these
muscles are going to serve them well in
the future!
